New Hampshire Statewide Independent Living Council (SILC) Taskforces

The SILC is a federally mandated (Title VII, Rehabilitation Act Amendments of 1973 as amended), statewide, independent, cross disability Council.  The SILC represents the independent living needs of persons with significant disabilities across the entire state. The mission of the New Hampshire SILC is to provide leadership and advocacy in support of the independent living philosophy for persons with significant disabilities. The SILC looks at broad systems issues. Over the next three (3) years the SILC will focus on three areas which directly relate and impact upon the ability of individuals with disabilities to live independently in New Hampshire.  The three areas are access to:  benefits, healthcare, and housing.  

To address these issues, the SILC will utilize existing distribution and dissemination channels, to be a customized information and dissemination source for people living with disabilities focusing on: benefits (funding issues), access to health care, and accessible and affordable housing.  The SILC will do this through local collaboration and partnership.  The SILC has established taskforces to facilitate collaboration, information and resource exchange, and partnerships.  The taskforces are:  benefits, healthcare, and housing.  

1.  Benefits Taskforce

The goal of the benefits taskforce is for people living with disabilities, underserved populations and agencies serving both to have access to current information on resources regarding benefits and funding eligibility.  

2.  Healthcare Taskforce
The goal of the healthcare taskforce is for people living with disabilities, underserved populations, and agencies serving both to have access to current information regarding local healthcare. 

3.  Housing Taskforce 
The goal of the housing taskforce is for people living with disabilities, underserved populations and agencies serving both to have access to current information regarding accessible and affordable housing. 

Taskforce Activities may include: developing tip sheets, facilitate trainings, working on local and statewide resource directories, connecting with local organizations, creating linkages, disseminating information and resources, and surveying effectiveness and usefulness of the information.  

Taskforce Membership:  Taskforce meetings are open to the public.  Anyone with a strong interest or expertise in one of the three areas is welcomed to attend taskforce meetings.  A person does not need to be a member of the SILC to be on a taskforce.  Taskforce attendees and members are volunteers.  Reasonable accommodations, with advance notice, will be provided at meetings.
